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Anotacija

Daktaro disertacijoje permgstoma rasés funkcija biopolitikoje ir formuluojamas teorinis
modelis, kuris yra labiau pritaikomas globalizuoto ir surasinto Siandienos pasaulio analizei nei
tradicinés biopolitikos teorijos. Viena i§ disertacijos prasminiame centre atsidurianéiy teziy — rasé
yra ne vien skirtis jtvirtinanti ir palaikanti kategorija ar atskirt] biopolitiniuose rezimuose
produkuojantis jrankis, bet ir fundamentalus valdysenos principas, struktiruojantis gyvybés
valdyma, kontrol¢ ir prekyba ja globaliu bei planetos mastu. Disertacijoje pabréziamas rasés
centriSkumas biopolitiniuose populiacijy reguliavimo ir reprodukavimo mechanizmuose, taip
kvestionuojant tradicines biopolitikos teorijas, kurios paprastai btina linkusios marginalizuoti
arba pernelyg supaprastinti rasés funkcija biovaldysenoje. Toks rasés rekonceptualizavimas turi
reik§mingy implikacijy biopolitikos suvokimui, kadangi taip sugestijuojama, kad surasinimas yra
ne antrinis ar periferinis biopolitinis klausimas, o viena esminiy biogalios veikimo salygy, ypac
globalios ar net planetinés valdysenos kontekstuose. Tai leidZia traktuoti ir tirti ras¢ kaip globalios
biopolitikos kompleksa, kurio veikimg uZtikrina surasintos vizualumo, produkavimo ir
reprodukavimo praktikos, ir formuluoti naujag — geoplaneting — teoring prieiga, kuria sickiama
jveikti esamy biopolitikos teorijy ribotumg. Apjungdamas biopolitikos ir postkolonializmo
teorijas, $is tyrimas ne vien mazina atotriikj tarp $iy prieigy ir leidzia kvestionuoti dominuojanciy
paradigmy pritaitkomuma, bet ir sitilo naujas teoriniy bei praktiniy moksliniy tyrimy kryptis
planetos masto kriziy akivaizdoje.

SUMMARY

»Biopolitics and Race: Interactions, Critiques, Overcoming”

The doctoral dissertation rethinks the function of race in biopolitics and formulates a theoretical model that is much
more applicable to the analysis of today’s globalized and racialized world than traditional biopolitical theories. One
of the core statements of the dissertation is that race is not only a category that establishes and supports difference or
a tool that produces exclusion in biopolitical regimes but also a fundamental principle of governmentality that
structures the management, control and trade of life on global and planetary scales. The dissertation emphasizes the
centrality of race in the biopolitical mechanisms of population regulation and reproduction, thus questioning
traditional biopolitical theories that tend to marginalize or oversimplify the function of race in biogovernmentality.
Such a reconceptualization of race has significant implications for the understanding of biopolitics, as it suggests
that race is not a secondary or peripheral biopolitical issue but one of the essential conditions for the operation of
biopower, especially in contexts of global or even planetary governance. It allows us to treat and study race as a
complex of global biopolitics, whose operation is ensured by racialized practices of visuality, production and
reproduction, and formulates a new — geoplanetary — theoretical approach that aims to overcome the limitations of
existing biopolitical theories. By combining biopolitics and postcolonialism, this study not only bridges the gap
between these approaches and allows us to question the applicability of dominant paradigms but also suggests new
directions for theoretical and practical research and political action in the face of global crises.
