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ABSTRACT

This dissertation investigates the evolving realm of contemporary Baltic art
photography, focusing on intermediality and networked meaning-making.
The research, concentrated on the period 2013-2023, scrutinises the
profound transformations within art photography influenced by digital and
network technologies. It frames its exploration around the integration of
photography with other media forms and the shifts in how photographic
meanings are constructed and perceived in the interconnected, networked
milieu.

The study situates itself within the context of the digital transformation that
has redefined the boundaries and functionalities of photography. It explores
how contemporary photographic practices in Lithuania, Latvia, and Estonia
navigate this new terrain. Tracing photography's journey from traditional
roots to a networked image culture, it highlights the transition from classical
to networked meaning-making paradigms. By contrasting contemporary
frameworks with traditional modes of meaning-making, the dissertation



highlights the role of algorithms and digital platforms in shaping how images
are received and interpreted, underlining the complex interplay between
technology and artistic expression in contemporary photography.

The thesis aims to contribute to the fields of photography theory, art history
and visual studies by shedding light on the nuanced dynamics of intermedial
art practices and by broadening the understanding of how contemporary
Baltic photographic artists engage with and contribute to global art
discourses.

Disertacijoje tiriama Siuolaikiné Baltijos Saliy meniné fotografija,
daugiausia démesio skiriant dvejoms tarpusavyje susijusiems veiksniams:
intermedialumui ir jtinklinty prasmiy kdrimui. Apzvelgiant 2013-2023 m.
laikotarpj, nagrinéjamos reikSmingos fotografijos transformacijos, kurias
formavo skaitmeninés ir tinklinés technologijos. Siame kontekste
analizuojama, kaip Siuolaikinés fotografijos praktikai Lietuvoje, Latvijoje ir
Estijoje orientuojasi ir kuria naujoje terpéje.

Nuzymint medijos raidg nuo tradiciniy (dokumentiniy) Sakny iki jtinklintos
vaizdy kultdros, tyrime isryskinamas peréjimas nuo klasikinés prie tinklinés
prasmiy kdrimo paradigmos. Lyginant Siuolaikines intermedialias prasmiy
sistemas su tradiciniais prasmés kirimo bidais, disertacijoje pabréziamas
algoritmy ir skaitmeniniy platformy vaidmuo formuojant dabarties atvaizdy
suvokima ir interpretavima, kartu atskleidziant daugialype technologijy ir
meninés raiskos sqveika Siuolaikinéje fotografijoje. Disertacija siekia prisidéti
prie fotografijos teorijos, menotyros ir vizualumo studijy lauky plétotés,
atskleidziant niuansuotg intermedialiy meno praktiky dinamika. Taip pat
siekiama plésti supratimg apie tai, kaip Siuolaikiniai Baltijos Saliy fotografijos
menininkai jsitraukia | globalius meno diskursus ir kritiSkai juos reflektuoja
kdryboje.
